A vehicle will be considered on time if it 

departs Union Station or the primary 

scheduled time point no more than 1 minute 

early or 5 minutes past the published 

schedule or time table. Razorback Transit 

recommends that passengers arrive at stops 

at least 5 minutes prior to the estimated time.
